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STATEMENT ON CHARGING and REMISSIONS POLICY
In conformity with the requirements of the Education Reform Order (N.I.) 1989, it is the policy of Drumglass High School:-
1. To levy a charge for activities wholly or mainly outside school hours which are not part of the Common Curriculum, statutory religious education or in preparation for a prescribed public examination;
2. To levy no charge for examination entries, except where:
a) The School has not prepared pupils for the examination in the year for which the entry is made, or
b) A pupil has failed, for no good reason, to complete the requirements of the examination or to attend for it, or
c) A pupil chooses to sit an external examination for the second time.
d) A parent wishes for their son or daughter’s exam paper to be remarked or a copy of the script provided by the examining body.
3. To levy no charge in respect of books, materials equipment, instruments or incidental transport provided in connection with the Common Curriculum, statutory religious education or in preparation for prescribed public examinations or courses taught at the school, except where parents have indicated in advance their wish to purchase the product.
4. To request non-mandatory contributions from parents for school activities in or out of school time for which compulsory charges cannot be levied but which can only be provided if there is sufficient voluntary funding, whilst ensuring that no pupil is excluded from such activity by reason of inability or unwillingness to make a voluntary contribution;
5. To seek payment from parents for damage to or loss of school property, including books, caused wilfully or negligently by their children;
6. Charges will be passed on for instrumental or vocal tuition, for pupils learning individually or in groups, where the tuition is provided by music tutors on school premises at the request of the parent.
7. All pupils will be expected to own their own stationary: including pens, pencils, ruler, calculator, colouring pens and pencils and glue stick.
Charges for Optional Extras 2023/24
The school will charge for the following;
· Any materials, books, instruments, or equipment, where the child’s parent wishes him or her to own them.
· Transport - other than transport that is required to take the pupil to school or to other premises where the Education Authority/ School to School or to other premises where there exists an arrangement for the pupil to be provided with education as part of their Common Curriculum.
· Costs of residential or school trips.  Please note the school reserves the right to cancel any activity where there is insufficient financial support from the parents to meet the operational costs.
The school will request payment from the parent for the following materials, books, instruments, equipment and transport.
I. SCHOOL FUND - a voluntary contribution for school fund of £25 per pupil or £40 per family.  The school fund is used to help pay for homework diaries, to subsidise additional transport for curriculum and extra-curricular events, safety equipment for curriculum subjects, photocopying, printing charges, hospitality, rewards, prizes, trophies, extra-curricular coaching and other costs.  These hidden extras are important to enrich the curriculum for all pupils at Drumglass High School.
II. PE – The cost of the bus for a sporting event will be divided equally amongst the number of participants but will not exceed the total cost. Part of the cost may be subsidised provided sufficient voluntary contributions permit.  
III. TECHNOLOGY – Costs for materials for projects will be charged per term or the parent can supply the materials.
IV. ROAD TRAFFIC STUDIES – Years 11 and 12 £5 per year for a copy of the High Way Code.
V. ART –Pupils are asked to purchase their own pencils, felt tips, rubber, sharpener, watercolour pad and a hard backed A4 sketchbook. Alternatively, pupils can purchase a pack from the art department at a cost (depending on availability).
VI. SCIENCE – Years 11 and 12 – pupils can purchase a copy of the textbook.
VII. MATHS - £5 for an equipment pack (file, plastic zip wallet, pen, pencil, rubber, ruler, protractor and calculator).
VIII. HOME ECONOMICS - £8 for an apron and £15 per annum to cover the cost of basic ingredients.
IX. SPELLING -£5 for spelling books (as recommended by the English Teacher).

Monitoring and Evaluation
Drumglass High School will update this policy in the light of any further guidance and legislation as necessary, and review it regularly.  Participation and consultation with staff will be undertaken.
